The ND University system has not finalized policy for alternative assessments.    Students who do not meet the cutoff scores for the English and Mathematics subtest may find that the college will allow them to enroll in English 110 (College Composition I) or Math 103 (College Algebra) if the student takes an additional lab at the same time or the student may be required to successfully complete a developmental class prior to enrolling in English 110 or Math 103.
