Part VII Title III General Information

Authorized Title III Activities (Title III, section 3115 (d))

· upgrading program objectives and effective instruction strategies
· identifying, acquiring, and upgrading curricula, instruction materials, educational software, and assessment procedures

Parental Notification (Title III, section 3302)
Each eligible entity using Title III funds provided under this title to provide a language instruction educational program shall, not later than 30 days after the beginning of the school year, inform a parent or the parents of a limited English proficient child identified for participation in, or participating in, such program of:

· the reasons for identification of their child as limited English proficient and the need of placement in a language instructional program
· the child’s level of English language proficiency, how the level was assessed and the status of the child’s academic achievement
· the method of instruction used in the program and the methods of instruction used in other available programs including how such programs differ
· how the program will meet the educational strengths and needs of the child
· how the program will help their child learn English and meet age appropriate academic achievement standards
· the exit requirements for the program, the expected rate of transition to a mainstream program and the expected graduation date (for secondary children)
· how the language instructional program will meet the objectives of the individualized education program of the child (for children with disabilities), and
· information regarding parent rights detailing the right to have the child immediately removed from the program upon request and the options to decline the program or choose another method of instruction (if available).

Additionally, each eligible entity using Title III funds shall notify parents within two weeks of the child being placed in the program for a child who has not been identified for placement in a language instructional program prior to the beginning of the school year.
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
