Understanding How RTI "Fits In"

Professional Learning Communities
(PLCs)

RTl can and SHOULD be part of a school
that is operating as a "Professional
Learning Community”

Both ask (and answer) the question,
"What do we do when students don't
learn?"

Collaboration

Requires all programs at the school to
WORK TOGETHER

Teachers use differentiated instruction to

Operates in harmony with Reading First
and many other research-based

Supplemental Computer Programs

Different Tiers of instruction

Data-Based Decision Making

Requires extensive use of ongoing data

Formative Assessments

Formative assessments are used by
classroom teachers to measure if
students are meeting grade level
proficiency






Standards and Curriculum

Standards are set for grade level
(proficiency levels, power standards,
essential learnings, etc.)

Curriculum is research-based and
designed to meet grade level standards

No Child Left Behind, Adequate
Yearly Progress and NCA/State
School Improvement

Aims at 100% proficiency of ALL
students at the school (NCLB, school
improvement initiatives)

It is a process that will help you meet
your goals of raising student
achievement

Focuses on data-based decision making

Targeted Assistance and Schoolwide
Title | programs

Title I could serve as Tier [l or Tier lll in a
targeted assistance school

A schoolwide program could write its
schoolwide plan using RTl as a
predominant, guiding process for raising
the achievement of ALL students at the
school

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How can Tier IT = Title I?

TITLE I STUDENT SELECTION AND RTI UNIVERSAL SCREENING:

Students identified for Title I services are required to meet student
selection criteria.

If Title I is going to serve as the medium for applying interventions
at the Tier II level, then the universal screening data that is used for
RTI purposes must clearly cutline what signifies that a studentisin
need of Title I services.

Any student receiving Title I services MUST meet clearly outlmed
criteria based on multiple educationally-related assessments.
Students will NOT be allowed to enter Tier II/Title I without meeting
these criteria.

Delivery of Title I Services (Tier II)

O

Once a student has been identified for Tier IT/Title I services, the
Title I teacher can be responsible for delivering needed interventions
and administering weekly progress monitoring—i.e., delivering Tier
IT services.

Progress monitoring results can be used to meet the Title I
regulations for progress reporting to parents. These results would
need to be documented by the Title I teacher and communicated to.
parents and teachers.

Bxiting Tier IT and/or Identlfym§ New Students During

the School Year

{71 One important concept behind RTI is the fluidity of services—

students must be able to exit Tier II instruction when they have
reached grade level AND, as the school year progresses, students
who are identified as needing interventions must be able to receive
Tier I1 services, even if it is in the middle of the school year! This IS
allowable in the Title I program, but schools would need to have a
very specifically outlined process for allowing this fluidity. '

o Design a clear form that documents when Title I interventions
have been successful and a student is no longer in need of Title
I services.

o Plan to conduct universal screening data 3-4 times during the
schoal year. If a new student is identified as in need of Title I
services, they MUST meet student selection criteria. Make
sure that this new identification is clearly documented based
on universal screening data.
